STUDENTS* ACTIVITIES IN THE LIGHT OF DEVELOPMENTAL
THEORIES OF LEARNING

The paper deals with the nature of students * activities in the light of modern
Abstract  theories of learning - constructivistic learning theories and ecological ap-

proach to the student development. The nature of students ‘ activities is seen
as active construction and reconstruction of knowledge based on existing models; the stu-
dent's activity has some potentials in interactive learning (interactivity of joint activities
of the student and the teacher, and interactivity in the emergence of knowledge itself), the
nature of student activity in asymmetric interaction, in the zone of further development, the
student ‘s activity is inseparable from socio-cultural milieu in which the student lives (con-
textuality in the student ‘s activity). The paper highlights practical implications of the ap-
proach: learning enhances development, learning requires personal mental engagement,
learning should not always be simplified and facilitated; pseudo-activities have negative
effects on learning; learning and activities can not be derived only from the student's in-
terestedness, the student’s activity will be more effective if the teacher adopts the role of
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a facilitator and organizer, students “ activities are spiritual in nature, not manual; verbal
methods should be complemented by adequate procedures; learning cannot be regarded
separately from the context, or the student, teaching contents, procedures and methods of
learning.
