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GRANDPARENTS’ FAMILY RIGHTS REGARDING GRANDCHILDREN

There are powerful almost mythical emotions hinding grandparents
and grandchildren, which are quite difficult to put in legal perspective. Prima
facie, the scope of this paper may seem rather ambitious as it discusses the
deneral position of grandparents in family law. However, the author has
narrowed down the task by focusing on the grandparents-grandchildren
persenal relations, which are indisputably the most important aspect of the
grandparents’ role in family law. The main issue is now to establiss a balance of
children's, parents’ and grandparents’ rights within complex family
relationships. What makes this question even more complicated is the fact that
the Family Law of the Republic of Serbia contains no special legal provisions
ccgulating the grandparents’ personal or property rights. in family law,
grandparents are nothing but next of kin, in the same legal position as other
relatives, which certainly does not reflect the reality.

Regardless of the superior position of the parental right over the
grandparent’s rights, the position of the latter has considerably evolved in the
past decades due to a variety of factors. Grandparents are increasingly present
and needed in the family life, especially in times of crisis and when the parental
rightis, for any reason, exercised by a single parent. In such cases, new forms of
soiidarity play an increasingly iniportant role. The grandparents’ rights
invariably serve the purpose of protecting the best interest of the child. The
child’s best interest is the basic standard for exercising these rights, which are
legally grounded in kinship. Hence, the author points cut that this interest may
not serve as a justification for a parent, who has priority to autonomously
exercise the parental right, to deny the grandparents’ rights to personal
relations with the grandchildren
