FOREIGN POLICY OF THE PRINCIPALITY OF
SERBIA DURING THE REGENCY PERIOD

Summary

During the rule of miror Prince Milan Obrenovic, the Principality of Serbia wus
governed by the Kooy (a collective body of three regents). Although the Prin-
cipality of Serbia had the status of an Ottoman vassal state, during the Regency
period Serbia pursued the forcign policy which had been traced by Prince Mihajlo
Obrenovic. Given the complexity of relations between the world superpowers which
were particularly apparent at the London Conference, the Principality of Serbia

managed to avsid patenticl ohstacles and take advantage of the given opportuniiy

to exercise its sovereignty {whenever possible). Considering numerous interests of

the superpowers in the Balkans, the Serbian foreign policv at that time was by no
means clear cut, straightforward and easy to pursue. The negency had to balun:
the conflicting interest of the Austro-Hungarian Empire, the Ottoman Empire and
Russia in the Balkans; moreover, the Regency had to lake into consideration iie
current political developments, including the grandiose s ciura of Russia intv ihe
internati alitics, the revision of the Paris Treaty of 1856, and inobservaiz
the principles proclaimed at the Paris Congress and the London Conference.
